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Meeting Minutes

The Mayor and Board of Commissioners of the City of Sweetwater met in their regular monthly 
meeting on Tuesday, September 7, 2021 at 5 p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Doyle F. Lowe called the 
meeting to order with Commissioners present being:  Lamar Hughes, Sam Moser, Alan 
Richeson,and Billy G. West.  Commissioner Bill W. Stockton was absent due to illness.  A 
quorum was present.  
 
Mayor Lowe opened the meeting with an invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance, led 
by City Planner Chuck Whited.   
 
Commissioner Richeson moved to approve the minutes from the meeting of August 3, 2021.  A 
second was given.  All voted in favor, with none opposed.  The motion was carried. 
 
City Recorder Jessica Morgan gave a report on the distributions for the month of July, 2021.  
The board approved the distributions, with all voting in favor. 
 
A public hearing was opened to take comment on the closing of the CDBG Façade Grant.  City 
Recorder Jessica Morgan showed before and after photos for each of the five buildings.  Tulli 
Cole stated “It all looks very nice”.  No further written or oral comments were given.  The public 
hearing was closed at 5:10 p.m. 
 
There was no old business.  In new business, City Recorder Jessica Morgan gave the quarterly 
financial report to the board.  She followed with the annual Fiscal Year-End Review, which 
reflected a record-high fund balance and sales tax revenues.  She also reviewed the upcoming 
funding from the American Rescue Act and recommended another workshop after the final rule 
had been published.   
 
Commissioner Moser moved to approve the Resolution to apply for a TDOT Multimodal Grant.  
A second was given.  All voted in favor, with none opposed.  The motion was carried. 
 
Commissioner Hughes moved to approve the Resolution to adopt the TMI Redevelopment Plan.  
A second was given.  All voted in favor, with none opposed.  The motion was carried. 
 
Commissioner Hughes moved to promote Angie Borden from part-time litter control to create a 
full-time position.  A second was given.  All voted in favor, with none opposed.  The motion was 
carried. 
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No further action was taken.
